Accordingly, an applicant (prospective student) is 
advised to secure copies of the current catalog of 
each of the campuses of the University of Hawai�i at 
which the applicant is seeking admission in order to 
gain information describing the nature of the cam-
pus, its academic and student service programs, its 
faculties, and its facilities. Further, each applicant is 
advised to contact the Director of Placement at each 
of the campuses of the University of Hawai�i at which 
the applicant is seeking admission in order to gain 
information describing the potential for employment 
of applicants who enroll in the programs in which 
the applicant is seeking also to enroll.

Information on campus security is available upon 
request from the campus Admissions Of�ce.

The refund policy is available upon request from the 
campus Business Of�ce.

VA ERAGE GRADUATION AND PERSISTENCE RATES OF FALL COHORTS
The table shows the percentage of full-time, �rst-time, certi�cate or degree-seeking undergradu-
ates entering in fall semesters who have graduated or are still enrolled.

The rates are 6 years after entry for UH-Maflnoa and UH-Hilo. For the UH-Community Colleges, the 
rates are for cohorts completing within 150% of normal time to completion. All rates are average 
rates for cohorts noted.

Graduation rates (for the most recent cohort) are 51% at UH Maflnoa and 33% at UH Hilo for the 
Fall 2002 cohort six years after entry, and at the UH community colleges for the Fall 2005 cohort 
completing within 150% of normal time to completion: 15% overall, 19% at Hawai�i CC, 13% at 
Honolulu CC, 17% at Kapi�olani CC, 25% at Kaua�i CC, 11% at Leeward CC, 23% at Maui CC, and 
9% at Windward CC. (note: UH West O�ahu began admitting �rst-time students in Fall 2007 and 
is not included here since graduation and persistence rates are not yet available.)

RESIDENCY REGULATIONS (condensed)
(The residency rules and regulations may be subject to change)

Students who do not qualify as bona fide 
residents of the State of Hawai‘i, according 
to the University of Hawai‘i rules and regula-
tions in effect at the time they register, 
must pay the nonresident tuition. An official 
determination of residency status will be 
made prior to enrollment. Applicants may 
be required to provide documentation to 
verify residency status. Once classified as 
a nonresident, a student continues to be so 
classified during his/her term at the college 
until he/she can present clear and convinc-
ing evidence to the residency officer that 
proves otherwise.

Some of the more pertinent University 
residency regulations follow. For additional 
information or interpretation, contact the 
residency officer in the Admissions Office. 
The complete rules and regulations are 
available at the Admissions Office.

YEEWOOTED FINI I N F HA AI‘I R SID NC
A student is deemed a resident of the State of 
Hawai�i for tuition purposes if the student (19* or 
older) or the student (under 19*) and his/her parents 
or legal guardian have:

 (1) Demonstrated intent to permanently reside in 
Hawai�i (see below for evidences);

 (2) Been physically present in Hawai�i for the 12 
consecutive months prior to the �rst day of 
instruction, and subsequent to the demonstra-
tion of intent to make Hawai�i his/her legal 
residency; and

 (3) The student, whether adult or minor, has not 
been claimed as a dependent for tax purposes 
for at least 12 consecutive months prior to the 
�rst day of instruction by his/her parents or legal 
guardians who are not legal residents of Hawai�i.

To demonstrate the intent to make Hawai�i your legal 
residency, the following evidence apply:

 A. Filing Hawai�i resident personal income tax 
return.

 B. Voting/registering to vote in the State of Hawai�i.

Other evidence, such as permanent employment 
and ownership or continuous leasing of a dwelling in 
Hawai�i, may apply, but no single act is suf�cient to 
establish residency in the State of Hawai�i.

Other legal factors in making a residency determina-
tion include:

 A. The 12 months of continuous residence in 
Hawai�i shall begin on the date upon which the 
�rst overt action (see evidences) is taken to 
make Hawai�i the permanent residence. Resi-
dence will be lost if it is interrupted during the 
12 months immediately preceding the �rst day of 
instruction.

 B. Residency in Hawai�i and residency in another 
place cannot be held simultaneously.

 C. Presence in Hawai�i primarily to attend an 
institution of higher learning does not create 
resident status. A nonresident student enrolled 
for 6 credits or more during any term within the 
12-month period is presumed to be in Hawai�i 
primarily to attend college. Such periods of en-
rollment cannot be applied toward the physical 
presence requirement.

 D. The residency of unmarried students who are 
minors follows that of the parents or legal guard-
ian. Marriage emancipates a minor.

 E. Resident status, once acquired, will be lost by fu-
ture voluntary action of the resident inconsistent 
with such status. However, Hawai�i residency 
will not be lost solely because of absence from 
the State while a member of the United States 
Armed Forces, while engaged in navigation, or 
while a student at any institution of learning, 
provided that Hawai�i is claimed and maintained 
as the person’s legal residence.

 1. Nonresidents may be allowed to pay resident 

tuition if they qualify as one of the following:

 A. United States military personnel and their 
authorized dependents during the period such 
personnel are stationed in Hawai�i on active 
duty.

 B. Members of the Hawai�i National Guard and 
Hawai�i-based Reserves.

 C. Full-time employees of the University of Hawai�i 
and their spouses and legal dependents.

 D. East-West Center student grantees pursuing bac-
calaureate or advanced degrees

 E. Hawaiians, descendents of the aboriginal 
peoples that inhabited the Hawaiian Islands 
and exercised sovereignty in the Hawaiian 
Islands in 1778.

 2. Citizens of an eligible Paci�c island district, 
commonwealth, territory, or insular jurisdiction, 
state, or nation which does not provide public 
institutions that grant baccalaureate degrees 
may be allowed to pay 150% of the resident tu-
ition.

Residency decisions may be appealed by contact-
ing the residency of�cer for information on how to 
initiate an appeal.

*The age of majority is 18 years. However, a person 
between the ages of 18 and 19, unless emancipated, 
cannot claim residency solely on the basis of himself/
herself because he/she does not have the minimum 12 
months residency which commences on his/her 18th 
birthday. Therefore, the applicant must claim a portion of 
the required 12 months on the basis of his/her parent or 
legal guardian.
